“CAMERON HOSPITAL TEAMS WITH TRINE UNIVERSITY TO PROVIDE 

HANDS-ON EXPERIENCE FOR STUDENTS”
Angola, Ind. –Cameron Memorial Community Hospital is once again offering the use of the property it recently purchased to assist Trine University professor Deputy Chris Emerick and his students to provide a “hands-on” experience in forensic science.   On Wednesday, April 14, Deputy Emerick utilized the property at 411 E. South Street to teach the eight college students about day-to-day evidence collection that he sees in his position as a deputy with the Steuben County Sheriff’s department.  
The students participated in the exercise as part of their “Criminalistics” class.  “Before these students take my class they have to take a prerequisite course,” said Deputy Chris Emerick.  “In that course, the students learn all about crime scene investigation including how to lift finger prints, shoe prints, working with blood, photography, and more, except during that course it is all book work.”  In Emerick’s class, the students learn how to apply all that they learned in their texts in real life settings.
During the exercise, Emerick had two separate mock crime scenes staged in the home on which the students can practice the skills that they have learned.  “They worked on lifting finger prints and shoe prints, photographing the scene, working with measurements, creating sketches and any other skills that would be applicable to that particular scene,” said Emerick.  Students participating in the class are most commonly studying criminal justice or forensic science at Trine.
“We have been busy preparing these properties to become part of the hospital campus,” said Cameron Facilities Director, Steve Wolfe.  “But, we’re very happy to be able to assist Deputy Emerick and these students during this planning period for Cameron.  We will continue to work with the community during this time to help groups in any way that we can.”

Additionally, the property will also be used on April 21 for a similar function, but this time for a class taught by John Rowe at Angola High School.  These fourteen students will also be learning how to analyze a crime scene.
